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MMRDA Presents Golden Jubilee Budget for 2025-26 — Significant Allocation for
Infrastructure Projects

Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister and MMRDA Chairman Shri Eknath Shinde approves
40,187 crore Original Budget Estimate for FY 2025-26

87% of funds allocated for infrastructure development; momentum to metro, coastal
routes, and new projects

Mumbai, 28 March 2025:

Under the leadership of hon Chief Minister Shri Devendra Fadnavis, under the chairmanship of
Hon Deputy Chief Minister Shri Eknath Shinde and in the presence of hon Minister of State for
Urban development Smt Madhuri Misal, Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority
(MMRDA) today presented its budget estimate for the year 2025-26 amounting to 340,187.41
crore. To enhance and deliver world-class urban services and infrastructure to the citizens of the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region, 335,151.14 crore — approximately 87% of the total expenditure
— has been earmarked exclusively for infrastructure projects. These include metro line
extensions, construction of new tunnels, coastal routes, regional water source development, and
major urban infrastructure works.

The budget was presented by MMRDA Metropolitan Commissioner Dr. Sanjay Mukherjee, IAS,
and approved by Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister and Chairman of MMRDA, Shri Eknath
Shinde. The estimated revenue for FY 2025-26 stands at 336,938.69 crore.

This budget is expected to accelerate integrated, balanced, and fast-paced development in the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region, reduce travel time and distances, and ease traffic congestion.

The estimated revenue for the financial year 2025-26 is 336,938.69 crore, while the estimated
expenditure stands at ¥40,187.41 crore, resulting in a budgetary deficit of 33,248.72 crore. This
deficit is proposed to be bridged through land sales, issuance of bonds, financial assistance from
the government, and loans from financial institutions.

The expected revenue includes the following:
