Vten: No. 20 Finalisation of feasible alignment of Mithi river development zone

Mithi river development zone comprises of widening of Mithi wiver as per the
reconimendations of CWPRS and buffer zone on either side of the bank as recommended
by 1IT. Bombay. Based on the recommendations of CWPRS. Khadakwasala. the 11T
Bombav had prepared Mithi River Development Zone Plan delineating alignments for
widening on either side of the river following the natural course of the river. The said
development Plan was placed before the MRDP Authority in its meeting held on October
26.2006. During the discussions Municipal Commussioner, MCGM and the Metropolitan
Commissioner. MMRDA expressed the concern regarding the constraints likely to be
posed during the implementation of the said plan such as authorized structures. existing
DP roads. water supply pipelines along the alignment. presence of mangroves within
BKC. etc. After considering these constraints Chairman of the Authority had directed to
prepare feasible Mithi River Development Zone Plan after inviting the suggestions and
objections from the public and affected community by giving Press note. The MRDPA in
the same meeting had also directed the Empowerment Committee to conduct its meeting

and finalize the feasible Mithi river development zone plan.

Accordingly. the suggestions and objections from individuals affected by the area
covered under widening of river on either side and buffer zone/additional buffer zone as
well as from general public were invited on the proposals of widening recommended by
C.W.P.R.S. and on buffer zone as recommended by [IT. Bombay. For obtaining the said
suggestions and objections a 30 days public notice was given in English in Free Press
Journal newspaper and in Marathi in Navashakti newspaper on October 19. 20U6
indicating that the suggestions and objections would be received within 30 days from the
date of publishing the notice. The suggestions and objections from the 84 affected

individual/groups and general public were received.
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The Committee comprising following members was constituted for hearing of

suggestions / objections received on the proposal of Mithi river alignment and bufter

Zone along Mithi River and to give recommendations regarding feasible widening which

could be required to mitigate the floods in case of heavy rainfall.

Item No.3: Review of the Progress of Works to be undertaken in Phase 1T
by MMRDA and MCGM.

MCGM Works -

MCGM has proposed to undertake the following works in Phase II :

e To widen and deepen the Mithi River having a length of 11.5 km in
MCGM'’s jurisdiction. (from CST bridge to Saphed pool Nalla as per
CWPRS recommendations and remaining as per the feasible width.)

To construct the R.C.C. retaining wall on both banks of the river.

To construct 12 m wide service roads on both the banks of the river
(except Airport Authority compound wall).

Tender notice was published on 2-11-2006. The toal estimated cost Rs.182 Crores. The
tenders have been submitted on 14-11-2006. The Tender evaluation has been completed.
The work order to the Contractors will be issued soon. The target date of completion of
the works is 31-05-2008. Preparing the Tender for Remodeling of Bridges at Kalina
Road and Kranti Nagar. The Tender for widening and deepening of Vakola Nalla within

the stretch of MCGM have been finalized. The desilting works have been commenced in
the first week of April, 2007.

MMRDA Works -

MMRDA has proposed to undertake the following works in Phase II :

e To widen and deepen the Mithi River having a length of 6 km and Vakola
Nall havng length of 2.5 km in MMRDA'’s jurisdiction.

* To construct the R.C.C. retaining wall on both banks of the Mithi River
and to construct R.C.C. diaphragm wall on both banks of Vakola Nalla.

e To construct 20 m wide service roads on both the banks of the river and
Vakala Nalla.

To excavate/remove 2,00,000 cum.m. rocky outcrop at sea ward side of
Mahim causeway.

Tender Notice was published on 9-12-2006. The total estimated cost Rs.272 Crores. The
Tenders were supposed to be received on January 23, 2007. However, on the request of
bidders the date was extended to February 6, 2007 and have been finalized in March,

2007. The desilting works have been commenced by MMRDA in the first week of April,
2007.
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
