The Authority considered the Agenda Note. The 

Members generally ernreseed their apnreciation of the Note 

as the first working 7aPar, which presented a synthesis of 

the studies made so far relating to the Regional Development 

of Bombay Metropolitan Region. During the discussion, it 

was generally agreed that the approach and the .conclusions 

of the Paper Presented to the Authority should be endorsed, 

and suitable recommendations should be made to the State 

Government and the other Development Agencies in the Region 

to adapt their programmes and policies so as to promote 

the 2egional Development as envisaged. in the Paper. During 

the discussion, the following points were also made :- 

(1) Although a number of studies and recommendations 

have been made in this field so far, the developments 

that have taken place have not always conformed to the 

recommendations made by such studies.

The Agenda Note envisages relocation of Government 

offices "to the extent feasible" with a view to building

The Paper places en.phasis on the concept of 

"groing house", which essentially means promotion 

of home ownership. -..chile in the long run this may 

be the solution consistent with the housing 

budget profile and resource constraints brought 

out in the Paper, it requires increase in effective 

supply of land through decentralisation of job 

centres. Until measures for decentralisation of 

jobs are adopted, the exigencies of the near future 

would make provision of rental housing imperative. 

The Public Authorities should, therefore, be 

requested to undentas a progra:1172e of 1 1o7,13:;_ng on 

rental basis for the weaker sections of the society.
