I find that despite numerous difficulties, the 

BMRDA has made some progress in. the implementation of some 

important projects. I would like to take this opportunity 

to place a short list of these projects before you for 
information 

(1) Bandra-Xurla  Complex  : 

With a view to restraining congestion in South 

Bombay and improving Bandra-lf.urla environmentally, the 

planning proposals for the area of 370 hectares in Eandra-

Kuria Complex has been formulated. The project includes 

channelisation of Mahim Creek, strengthening of 5 bridges 

across the Mahim Creek and reclamation of the area. Out 
of 5 bridges, strengthening works on 3 bridges has already 
been started. Strengthening of remaining 2 bridges will 

be taken in hand by October 1982. The work of strengthening 

is expected to be completed by 1984 after which large scale 

channel cutting and reclamation'works will start. In the 

meanwhile, methodology of channel cutting is being decided 

on the basis of field investigations, .laboratory studies 

and experimental excavations in the creek. About 12 Hectares 

area has already been reclaimed and developed by the'EERDA 
from r 2 r  Block of the Complex. 17 plots have been sold and 

the building activities thereon is on the increase. 

(2) Truck-Terminal  at Wadala Anik : 

It is proposed to establish a Truck-Terminal at 

Yadala Ana._ Trucks carrying goods for more than one 

consignee will terminate at the proposed terminal which 

would reduce avoidable truck traffic in South Bombay. The 

work of reclamation of land in the first phase of the 
project has recently commenced and it is expected that the 

same will gather momentum with the award of another contract 
by the Bombay Municipal Corporation for the same. Associated 
actions for acquisition of the rest of the land,processing 
the necessary legislation for setting up the Truck Terminal 

Authority with suitable powers is being pursued. In the 
meanwhile efforts have successfully been made to ensure 
that the land required for the Truck

-Terminal is ket free 
of any new encroachments.

(3) Nhava-Sheva Port Project 

The final reports of the Consultants (M/s. Howe 

India Ltd.) appointed by the Bombay Port Trust for the 

preparation of Detailed Project Report for the Nhava-

Sheva Project has been received in January 1982. The 
same is under consideration of the Bombay Port Trust 

and Government of India. The first stage of the Project 

with four berths for container and four berths for 

various trifle handling is expected to cost approximately 

Rs.580/- crores. It is hoped that the actual construction ,  
work may start in early 1983. Commissioning of this 

project is expected to give a big boost to the development 

of New Bombay Region which in turn is essential for 

reducing congestion in Bombay City. 

(4) Kalwa-Turbhe Rail Goods Siding : 

This project is essential for development of New 

Bombay and particularly the net complex of wholesale 

markets in agricultural commodities at Turbhe. BMRDA 

has financed Techno-Economic Feasibility Study as well as 

Final Location Survey. The latter is in final stage and 

is expected to be ready by April 1982. HMRDA has decided 

to give %.2/- crores as grant-ire-aid (from the funds to 

be allotted by DPDCs) and further amount of Rs.2/- crores 

as bridging loan to the CIDCO for this project. It is 

expected that this Goods Siding will be ready for use 
within 18-24 months. 

(5) East-West Corridor : 

Studies have revealed that one of the vital 

necessities for accelerating growth of New Bombay and 

thereby contribute to the containment of congestion in 

Bombay City, is the East-";rest Corridor, along the 

alignment of .Sandra-Kurla-Vankhurd-Belapur-Panvel. 
Efforts are being vigarnuaymade, at all levels 
possible, to persuade Railway Authorities/Planning 

Commission to make a proper beginning to this project 

within the current i.e. Sixth Plan Period. All concerned 
authorities and ministries, etc., are in agreement with 

the HMRDA about the importance and priority of this 

project 
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project. The Study Group on Environmental Issues on 

Development in B.M.R. under the Chairmanship of Shri •.B. 

Vora has considered this project and while their final 

report is not yet available, it is understood that the 

Study Group has reacted to this project favourably, We 

are considering ways and means of ensuring that atleast 

the Rail-cum-Road Briqge across the Thane Creek-which 

would be essential for the first priority section of the 

East-West-Corridor viz. Mankhurd to Belapur, which is 

expected to cost approximately 1s.25/- crores and will take 
5-6 years to be built, is commenced immediately. The land 

under the right of way of Mankhurd Belapur Section is 

posing a problem of encroachment by proliferation of 

unauthorised hutments. Various measures such as fencing, 

guarding, etc., have been considered. While it is 

proposed to guard the land presently, we have requested 

the Railway authorities to start with the work of laying 

tracks from Mankhurd upto Thane Creek. An amount of about 
Rs.2/- crores will be required for this work. 	MRDA, CI CO, 

MC, etc., could contribute provisionally towards this 
amount.

The BMBDA in collaboration with Maharashtra Housing 

and Area Development. Authority and other agencies has been 

exploring the possibility of obtaining World Bank assistance 
for the shelter programme in 	A comprehensive document 

has been prepared by the Multi-Agency Working Group formed 

on the basis of discussion with the World Bank Mission. The 

programme envisaged would cost about 4s.278/- crores and 
cover 85,000 sites and services units, slum upgradation for 
one lakh families and rehabilitation of 3,000 families in 

dilapidated buildings. The response of the World Bank 

Mission has been very encouraging, The Housing Department 

is taking necessary steps to obtain the approval of the 

State and Central Government to this World Bank assisted 
programme. 

(7 ) Integrated City Level Bus Services in the 
Xalyan Complex Area:  

The Transport and Communications Board of the BER ,D4 
has recently completed the detailed feasibility study of

While the ouestion of setting up a 

separate authority or expanding the existing authorities 

for running such services is separately under 

consideration, efforts were made to commence implementation 
of Kalyan Bus Study atlea st by phases, through the existing 
organisation, -I am glad to report that we have succeeded 

in persuading the MSIITC to implement some of the 

recommendations regarding 3 out of the 15 recommended 
routes. TheSe'reutes !lave started from January 1982,
