(1) Charging 81/2% interest on the loan made 
available to agencies was considered to be 
on a higher side. It was suggested that a 
suitable representation for reducing this 
rate of interest be made to Government of 
India; and 

(2) It was stated that Rs.3/- crores are 
provided in the project which could be spent 
for garbage collection system in hutments 
and also for community development. Bombay 
Municipal Corporation was requested to 
submit necessary proposals, if they wish to 
take advantage of the provision. 

Item No_ . 6 : Annual accounts of the -1KaiDA

During the course of discussion on this Item, 

the following points were made out : 

(1) On enquiry from members, the Chief Engineer 
gave the details of expenditure of Rs.45 lakes 
made during the year 1985-86. It was then 
suggested that a visit of the members of the 
Authority to the Mahim Nature Park be 
arranged; and 

(2) It was observed that as per provisions of 
Section 18(1)(a) of the BMRDA Act, 1974, 
State Government should have given a total 
grant of atleast hs.55 crores to the BIARDA 
since its inception, against which actual 
contribution of the State Government was 
only Rs.12.47 crores. Similarly, as against 
the State Government's expected contribution 
to the Revolving Fund of Es.10 crores, only 
Rs.3.5 crores were made available. Members 
suggested that State Government be urged to 
atleast make available minimum statutory 
contribution laid down in the BMRDA Act.
