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The Innovative Flyover at Vile Parle - Inaugurated Under the Guidance of the 

Hon'ble Chief Minister Shri Eknath Shinde 

The flyover was opened by the hands of the Minister of State for Social Justice 

and Empowerment Shri Ramdas Athawale, the Guardian Minister of Mumbai 

Suburban Shri Mangal Prabhat Lodha and the Metropolitan Commissioner of 

MMRDA.

Maharashtra and Under the formidable guidance of the Hon'ble Chief Minister of 

Maharashtra Shri Eknath Shinde, Shri Mangal Prabhat Lodha, Guardian Minister, 

Mumbai Suburban, and Dr Sanjay Mukherjee, IAS, Metropolitan Commissioner, 

MMRDA, facilitated the iauguration of the Flyover on the Western Express Highway at 

Vile Parle, in the auspicious presence of Smt Poonam Mahajan, Member of Parliament, 

Maharashtra, and Shri Parag Alavani, Member of the Maharashtra Assembly. The 

Flyover was opened for public use followed by the inauguration ceremony. This intuitive 

and innovative accomplishment on the WEH was conceived by MMRDA as a pathway 

to improve the Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj International Airport Domestic Terminal (T1) 

Junction. The T1 Junction is known to be occupied by thousands of vehicles during 

peak hours, leading to prolonged disruptions in traffic. Thus, this flyover's inauguration 

opens up a new and effective route to ease the movement of traffic headed towards 

Bandra from the International Airport T2, thereby preventing traffic congestion, reducing 

pollution, and promoting passenger safety on the WEH. 

The newly inaugurated 2-lane One-way Flyover constitutes a length of 790 m, including 

the length of the approaches. It covers a width of 8m, and it extends between Nandgiri 

Guest House and Sai Baba Mandir, Bhajiwadi to accommodate the Bandra-bound traffic 

from International Airport T2. Moreover, this flyover is strategically positioned on the 

WEH at the parallel end of the Juhu – Vile Parle Elevated Flyover. The construction of 

this flyover witnessed the implementation of various innovative procedures, including 

the use of Steel and PSC Girders. The spans that are 74 m (46 m + 28 m) in length 

were launched using the groundbreaking technique called the inverted T arrangements. 

This technique permitted the launch of the Steel and PSC Girders in the complete 

absence of temporary supports, promising a notable reduction in traffic disruptions. 

Moreover, the reduced length and the controlled height of the flyover ensures a limited 

use of land, which in turn, limits the necessity for land acquisitions and reduces the 

flyover's land footprint. Furthermore, the innovative design of the flyover enhances its 

aesthetic appeal, in addition to making it less intrusive and cost-effective. 



The movement of traffic from the T2 Junction to Bandra will be streamlined owing to the 

existence of this flyover. In particular, the new flyover will put an end to the conflicts that 

arise between the traffic from the T2 Terminal to Bandra and traffic from Andheri to the 

T1 Terminal / Vile Parle. Moreover, the intersections that lie beneath the WEH will be 

decongested, paving the way for better connectivity, reduced travel durations, and 

limited fuel consumption. A smoother facilitation of traffic will be observed alongside a 

reduction in signal times, and the capacity of the traffic moving from International Airport 

T2 to Bandra will also be expanded. Hence, the new flyover is assured to introduce a 

whole new level of accessibility, convenience, and safety to the riders that frequent the 

WEH. 

Hon'ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra, Urban Development Minister, & the Chairman of 

MMRDA Shri Eknath Shinde expressed "This year is off to a great start for the state 

of Maharashtra, especially for the Mumbai Metropolitan Region with the 

inaugurations, as well as the ceremonial beginnings of various infrastructural 

marvels.
